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4th Grade Weekly Writing Choice Board

Each week, students are to create a writing piece appropriate at 4th grade level using the following writing prompts. They are responsible for completing the following tasks to practice their spelling words and their writing skills. 

A possible plan for organizing the homework and making it less burdensome is:

Monday – Pick one of the following writing prompts and start brainstorming ideas on about the topic.

Tuesday – Spend “at least” 15 minutes FURIOUSLY writing your story.

Wednesday – Spend time reading over your writing and make changes to improve your writing piece. Check spelling and grammar. 
Thursday – Publish your writing neatly on lined paper or it can be typed. (Make sure to have a title, your full name, and date.)

Friday – Staple in your writing homework in this order: published copy, rough draft with editing marks, and brainstorming page.

	“Mowing a lawn can be hard work.”

Write about a time when you did something that was difficult.


	Create a story that describes a student having the worst school picture day ever!
	Give detailed reasons why a classmate should read a book you like.
	Have you ever been stranded in a place you didn't want to be? Maybe your parents forgot to pick you up after a ball game, and you were left stranded long after everyone else had gone home. Write a story that describes that time.
